Recently , there ha ve been stories in the news
about the demise of Quint  's Neighbourhood Home
Ownership Program (NHOP) due to our inability to

/ buy houses. It is true that under the current

longer afford to buy houses that would be

$30,000. W e have had meetings with
Saskatchewan Housing Corporation (SHC) to
discuss adjustments to the program given the real
estate market in Saskatoon, but to date this has

is ending the NHOP , the r ationale being that it is
too costly and can be replaced by the Homefirst
home ownership program. The reality is that if

SHC would provide the same financial subsidy
package to the NHOP as it does to the new
Homefirst program, we could continue with the
nationally recogniz ed and a ward- winning NHOP .

Things we’re working on...

Quint staff , along with communit  y partners, are
trying to bring more opportunities to the core
neighbourhoods. Here's a sample of what we're
working on:

» The Eviction Prevention Program - Dueto
Saskatoon’ s booming econom y, there has been a
rise in rental costs and a drop in vacancy rates.
This has caused instability for tenants in the

rental market. Eviction has become a significant
event leading to homelessness. The Eviction
Prevention Program was initiated due to the

above realities. One aspect of the EPP program

is a pilot project at Quint apartments. This

project includes educational workshops & social
gatherings as suggested by tenants. W e are also
consulting with other landlords and exploring the
development of a rent bank in Saskatoon. A rent
bank is a place that provides interest-free loans

to tenants in danger of losing their homes

because they have fallen behind in their rent
payments.

Renter’'s & Landlord’s
Rights

Renters’ Rights:

-Live in a home that is safe

-Have repairs fixed within a reasonable time

-Have building insured by landlord

-Have common areas like hallways, entrances, & laundry

area clean & well lit

-Have damage deposit returned within 7 business days of

moving out

-Receive a signed copy of rental agreement & the

completed Condition of Premises Checklist when moving in

and moving out

-Receive receipts for rent & damage deposit
Landlords’ Rights:

-Receive rent on time

-Receiv e appropriate Notice to V  acate

-Have property clean and well kept

-Receive prompt notice of repairs needed

-Have damage caused by renters or guests repaired by

renter (landlord must expect ordinary wear & tear)
