Support the Food Store and 
its Partners at Station 20 West
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Thousands come out in support of Station 20 West
Citizens of the core neighbourhoods, the
Station 20 W est board, and a v ery large
number of Saskatoonians from all over
the cit y, were shock ed b y the decision of
the Government of Saskatchewan to take
back the 8 million dollars held in trust by
the Saskatoon Health Region for  Station
20 W est.

In spite of this set back the Station 20
West board intends to proceed with a
revised plan. This scaled back plan will
house a number of services important for
the revitalization of Saskatoon’ s core
neighbourhood, including a privately
financed grocery store. The goal of the
project will still be to improve the lives of (Some of Station 20 W est ’s y oungest supporters!)

individuals and families in the core through improved access to nutrition education, healthy food,
youth leadership programming, outreach education and employment, and small business
development services.

The revised plan calls for a smaller two storey building of 19,000 square feet. The estimated cost
to shell in the building is 2.6 million. The food store will be responsible for its own fit-ups and the
other tenants will be asked to bring their own improvements.

As you are no doubt aware, there is tremendous community support for this project. Some 2500
persons joined us in a community walk on April 5th. The five core neighbourhood associations
have publically indicated that they want the project to go forward. Thousands have indicated that
they w ant to help . As well, Friends of Station 20 W est organiz ed a planning meeting on April 24th
which was attended by approximately 175 people. At this meeting a number of working groups
were formed to assist with fundraising, community engagement, communications, etc.

In addition a resolution w as passed with o verwhelming support at the Saskatoon Co-op’ s annual
meeting on April 15th which committed the co-operative to explore ways to assist the Good
Food Junction grocery store. Since then the Saskatoon Co-op formed a special board committee
to work with the Good Food Junction board.

As you can imagine, the uncertainty created by the provincial governments’ withdrawl had a
negativ e impact upon fundr aising efforts. Howev er, since the Communit y W alk, contributions ha ve
been pouring in from citizens. More than 150 cheques have come by mail, in addition to on-line
donations. As well, two organizations, SUN and CUPE have each donated $100,000 and we are
hopeful that other organizations will soon follow suit. $800,000 in additional money has been
committed by five organizations, in the form of legally binding financial guarantees.

On Monda y, April 28th, cit y councillors demonstr ated their continued support for the project b y
unanimously granting us a one year extension of the time within which we are required to have a
building in place. The board of Station 20 W est believ es that our support is such that we will be
able to raise the additional money needed to construct the building. Our intention is to proceed as
quickly as possible with a fundraising campaign (refer to poster on page 2).
